From the Board

The Board has developed a new course operational model that requires the professional to undertake a
new range of functions. This model has been developed to compliment the process changes that have
been introduced into the clubhouse services. The new requirements require the professional to perform
functions such as card collection, competition completion and entry of results into golf link. This work
had been offered to Anthony with increased remuneration but he declined the offer. Therefore the old
contractual arrangements no longer meet the new business plan and accordingly the professional’s
contract was terminated on the 19" July by exercise of its 3 month termination clause.

The professional’s contract was due for renewal and the Board has invited Anthony to reapply for the
position in the terms of the new job description. The club has advertised the new job description down
the PGA channel and Seek. The applications will close on the 9" August and it is hoped to complete
the selection process early in September.

The Captain Travis Merritt (a PGA member) has advised the Board that he is interested in the position
and has requested to be relieved of any requirement to attend Board meetings whilst the selection
process is in train. The Board granted the request to maintain propriety and ensure that there was no
conflict of interest. Travis will continue to complete competitions and enter cards into Golflink.

The selection process has been referred to a select committee of the Board for finalisation.

As previously reported the course is down some 5,000 rounds of golf so far this year and the impact on
our club service and gaming revenues is significant. The new position will play an important role
addressing return business for the course and the clubhouse.

Constitutional Change Meetings

Three small information meetings of members were held this week where the proposed changes to the
constitution were considered.

Members’ views on the changes and the presentation methodology are required. The longer term time
table will see the dispatch of the meeting notice for the 30" August with an explanatory sheet. Two
future information meetings will be scheduled during August and dates will be notified in the next
bulletin and on the notice boards. The meeting of the 30" August is an important meeting as the
constitution needs amendment to its playing member definitions and its election procedures.

Boag’s Draught “What’s On” wall

Members would have noticed our Brand New “What’s On” wall. Many thanks to our Sponsors Boag’s
Draught who have paid for the sign writing and light boxes.

Golf Programme

We are now producing a monthly Golf Programme which is displayed on the notice boards and
included on the website. Members are advised to check the program as items listed in the syllabus such
as start times can change from time to time. This is another initiative to ensure that members are well
informed about changes to the Golf Programme.

From the Greens Committee

Work on the 16™ left front bunker has been completed and whilst the new tongue has solved the
access problem it has created some concerns regarding the potential for balls to get caught on the
tongue thus creating a very difficult shot. It is intended to re grass the tongue with “Santa Anna” couch
in the spring and as this grass has a much tighter knap than “legend” couch it is hoped that this will
ensure that balls roll into the bunker. However, the Superintendent will monitor this bunker over the
coming months and members are invited to advise the committee of their views. The committee will
delay similar work on the pot bunkers at 14 and 16 until full assessment of this alteration is completed.

Work continues on the front right bunker on the 11™ hole with general shaping and the bunker mats to
be positioned. The drainage has already been tested by the recent rains and is more than adequate.
Given the time of the year we can’t sod the area with legend but will do this in the spring. In the mean
time soft rye grass will be planted and the bunker and surrounds will be kept as GUR until the grass has
established (approximately 3 weeks). The club would like to thank member Geoff Eisenhauer for his
work on the major construction activity associated with this project.

The committee is developing a proposal to establish putting and chipping greens in the dead area to the
left of the 1 tee. The current putting green is too small and is consistently criticised for not being
consistent with the speed of the course greens. Once costed the project will await funding which
hopefully will be forthcoming in the New Year. Practice nets are also on the work program for the area
and will be included in the project costs.
