Club President Ken Walton said “The Club is very proud to be named as a finalist in these awards for the first 

stage of our important $1.2 million irrigation project which is nearing completion.”

RSL CALLS ON 
PRIME MINISTER TO 
DUMP MANDATORY 
PRE-COMMITMENT 

 

Clubs Australia has welcomed a decision by the RSL 

to reject the mandatory pre-commitment on club poker 

machines being demanded by Independent MP 

Andrew Wilkie.  

At the 2011 RSL National Conference earlier this 

month, the Presidents of every State and Territory 

RSL agreed to write to Prime Minister Julia Gillard 

and Minister Jenny Macklin, expressing their concern 

of the impact mandatory pre-commitment would 

wreak on Australia’s 471 RSL clubs and sub-

branches.  

Deputy National President and NSW RSL President 

Don Rowe OAM wrote in the letter that the $3 billion 

cost of mandatory pre-commitment would lead to the 

closure of hundreds of RSL and services clubs across 

Australia, which in turn would see many RSL sub-

branches close.  

“RSL sub-Branches which depend on the clubs’ 

backing would also close, placing in jeopardy the 

support that many veterans require and threatening the 

continued observance of ANZAC Day and other 

commemorations in small rural and suburban 

communities,” he wrote in the letter.  

Clubs Australia CEO Anthony Ball said that RSL 

clubs provide sub-branches and former defence 

personal with essential support services such as 

Veterans Welfare Officers, financial and mental health 

counselling, as well as excursions for RSL sub-branch 

members and their partners.  

“These clubs provide significant financial support to 

the community and provide a place for veterans and 

their families to socialise,” he said.  

“The Federal Government needs to realise that their 

plan to introduce a multi-billion dollar, experimental 

mandatory pre-commitment scheme will hurt the 

community, including those who have sacrificed 

much for this nation.  

“The decision of the RSL, an organisation that has 

traditionally been reluctant to enter political 

campaigns, to voice its opposition to mandatory pre-

commitment, cannot be ignored by the Government.  

“The Prime Minister needs to look past the demands 

of Andrew Wilkie and instead listen to the many well 

respected community organisations who have publicly 

stated that giving problem gamblers a licence to punt 

won’t work,” Mr Ball said.  

The Returned and Services League (RSL) of 

Australia, represents more than 240,000 ex-

servicemen and women and their families nationwide. 

  
 

 

 

AFL AND NRL REJECT 
WILKIE’S FOOTY TAX 

Clubs Australia has welcomed the decision of the AFL and its clubs to 

speak out against the mandatory pre-commitment technology on poker 

machines being demanded by Andrew Wilkie and supported by the 

Federal Government.  

By opposing the proposed pokie licence, the AFL is uniting with the 

National Rugby League (NRL) who earlier this year rejected the 

technology on the grounds that it wouldn’t reduce problem gambling but 

would have a crippling effect on leagues clubs’ ability to financially 

support the game.  

Over the past month both the NRL and AFL CEOs have voiced their 

concerns and have also publicly criticised mandatory pre-commitment 

for the lack of evidence that it will reduce problem gambling. All NRL 

games have also featured commercials opposing mandatory pre-

commitment during the past 3 months.  

AFL boss Andrew Demetriou has told Melbourne media that mandatory 

pre-commitment is not the answer to reducing problem gambling.  

“What we want to do is help raise awareness around problem gambling 

and tackle that issue, not put our clubs in jeopardy,” he said. 

AFL Presidents will meet Monday to discuss the issue of mandatory pre-

commitment and the lack of evidence showing that the $3 billion 

experiment will reduce problem gambling.  

Clubs Executive Director Anthony Ball says Collingwood President 

Eddie McGuire hit the nail on the head when he described mandatory 

pre-commitment as a footy tax.  

“Australian rules football and rugby league teams have been jointly 

funded to the tune of more than $60 million this year by clubs and 

hotels. On top of that is another $20 million in support for junior and 

grass roots football.  

“AFL and NRL fans didn’t vote for a licence to punt on the pokies at the 

last Federal election. It was never mentioned.  

“The worst kept secret in Australia today is that there is little support 

within the Federal Government for mandatory pre-commitment. It 

makes no sense to give a problem gambler a gambling card and expect 

them to suddenly bet responsibly. In fact plenty of experts predict it will 

simply delay problem gamblers from getting help and will only increase 

their gambling losses.  

"Millions of social punters on the other hand wont cop being told they 

must register for a gambling licence simply because Andrew Wilkie 

wants them to.  

“Millions of Australians are AFL and rugby league fans. They 

religiously follow their teams throughout the year. For millions more 

children, they play junior sport with the hope of one day becoming a 

professional sports man or woman.  

“By backing Andrew Wilkie’s demand for mandatory pre-commitment, 

the Federal Government is directly attacking the ability of clubs across 

the country to support AFL and rugby league teams. Whether at the elite 

level or in a country competition, no sporting club will escape the 

massive financial hit of this ridiculous licence to punt,” Anthony Ball 

said.
